Standing Committee Reports


Ministry Grant Committee- Dr. Al Thompson presented a motion from Committee accept and implement the Ministry Grant revisions to provide mission grant money for member churches of the CVBA. From Committee, no second needed, motion carried.

Restructuring Team- Dr. Clarke Hawkins, Chair- Clarke presented us with the recommendations of the RT. First point would install a Steering Committee composed of 12 persons, exempting the need for a DOM. The Steering Committee would establish Teams to work toward goal accomplishment. Second- that we amend the Constitution & Bylaws to reflect the restructure. And Third to require churches to decide in a business meeting to recommit to the CVBA by signing Church Relationship to the Newly Restructured CVBA or withdraw.

After discussion a motion was made by Rev. Bruce Hunter:

Do not mail, discuss, or circulate Church Relationship to the Newly Restructured CVBA until after the October Fall Meeting, October 4th, 2005. Motion was second, motion carried.

Motion-  SEQ CHAPTER \h \r 1I move that the CVBA allocate $10,000 for the calling of two summer ministry interns (probably BSU students) to be available to the churches of the CVBA to assist us in our individual churches’ summer ministry activities — including but not limited to worship, youth ministry, and children’s ministry — and to perform and lead summer mission and ministry activities for the Association as a whole.

· Churches receiving grants must be in good standing with the CVBA and have made an official commitment to be a supportive part of the newly restructured association prior to the approval of the grant.

· Grant awards cannot exceed the total amount presently available for such requests.

· Members of the Interim Church Grant Committee shall not receive grant requests from the churches of which they are members.
